MAHURANGI REGATTA 2012

The regatta will be held on Saturday 28 January 2012 at Sullivans Bay. An entry form is available for the regatta. We will take beach entries again at Sullivans Bay, Mahurangi West, 9am to 11:30 am on Saturday, but it would greatly assist if we could take as many entries by post.

Sailing instructions and the usual course details will be available from the tent at Sullivans Bay 9 am to 11:30 am. Participants should collect these details from the tent as there may be last minute changes depending on the weather.  

If anchoring or landing at Sullivans Bay is untenable in extreme easterly conditions, entries will be taken and the regatta run from Scotts Homestead.  

The start line will be between the buoy and the committee boat  (Jane Gifford or substitute) flying a large flag, anchored off Sullivans Bay (or further up harbour in strong easterly conditions).
